COURSE DESCRIPTION:
This course includes a survey of the theories of government, the principles of the Constitution, and functions of the three branches of government on the federal and state levels. The course includes a study of current political, economic, and social issues confronting the American public in order to help students appreciate the democratic system and to help them become active, informed, and participatory citizens. In this semester course, students will receive one half (.5) unit of credit upon successful completion. This course is a requirement for graduation from Erie School District.

COURSE OBJECTIVES:
* Define government and identify and evaluate its evolution in America to the present.
* Examine and evaluate democracy, and the democratic principles of America.
* Discuss the origins of the constitution and appraise its effects on the United States.
* Attain the skills to recognize and interpret historical records.
* Foster critical thinking skills/processes to understand the past, present, and future of America.
* Promote citizenship and understand the civic duty of all American citizens.
