Fewer qeustions, one less 

passage, lower text complexity, 

fewer vocabulary questions, no 

charts and graphs questions

Math More time per 

question

Only one math section, 

calculator allowed on all 

questions, all questions are 

multiple choice, fewer item sets, 

less text-heavy questions

Should I take the SAT or the ACT?
